Alternative B: Preliminary Priority and General Management Areas

Alternative B would designate and apply management actions to GRSG Preliminary Priority
Management Areas (PPMAs) and Preliminary General Management Areas (PGMAs). PPMAs
have the highest conservation value to maintaining or increasing GRSG populations, while
PGMAs are areas outside PPMAs but that have seasonal or year round GRSG populations.
Management actions under Alternative B would apply mostly to PPMAs.
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
