I am a Colorado conservation photographer, hiker, backpacker, mountain biker, and advocate for special places. | focus
on the sagebrush ecosystem and have a personal connection to northwest Colorado through my travels to the Roan
Plateau, Greater Dinosaur, North Park and elsewhere. I've driven, hiked, and flown over these lands where I've seen the
footprint of unfettered energy development take over the landscape, completely fragmenting massive areas. A recent
flight over Dinosaur NM and the Piceance Basin left me with the feeling that Dinosaur would become a wilderness island
in a sea of gas - and an ecosystem that ceases to function. Precipitous, persistent Sage-grouse declines tell us that the
sagebrush ecosystem is collapsing. Songbirds and mule deer add further validation. The Piceance is now the area
formerly known as the "mule deer factory." | understand that it's taken more than a century to get to this point, but the
fracking boom has accelerated the rate of decline to the current tipping point of unsustainable development. Sage-
grouse are an umbrella species, and by conserving grouse habitat, we conserve habitat for a host of iconic and endemic
species that define the West, promote eco-tourism, and build strong communities.

As we plan for sustainability, it's important that the BLM does not rely on NSO stipulations that can easily be waived. The
BLM should withdraw mineral exploration and development from the highest density and highest quality habitat.

In areas with the most important habitat (such as area of critical environmental concern (ACEC) proposal in Alt C) BLM
should include options to amend, cancel or buy-back leases.

For NSO stipulations to be applied, waivers, modifications and exemptions must be limited and applied on a scale larger
than just a single zone of management.

The BLM should include analysis of behavioral disturbances in addition to the physical removal of habitat and use good
science to provide a buffer that is a minimum of 4 miles around active Sage-grouse leks. The current
1/4 mile doesn't come close to an acceptable buffer. Sage-grouse do move within the ecosystem.

BLM should utilize special management designations such as ACEC's as a manner to highlight the most important habitat
for conservation. There is substantial overlap with Lands with Wilderness Character (LWC) units and Preliminary Priority
Habitat throughout the Little Snake and White River BLM Office. Managing to protect wilderness character also protects
critical grouse habitat, build strong, healthy communities through economic diversity, and engenders long-term
sustainability.

Colorado is known world-wide for our clean air and water, wide open spaces, soaring mountains, and our extraordinary
Western way of life.

These core values are jeopardized when our public lands are fractured by unchecked energy development. | respectfully
ask you to consider these core values with my comments and manage the lands for multiple use, moving away from the
energy-first, single-use industrial planning of the last decade.

Thank you for considering my comments and conserving our sagebrush ecosystem for Sage-grouse, sage obligate
species, and future generations.
