The initial inventory boundary was delineated through a GIS exercise based on roads, land ownership and
Rights of Way. The road data were digitized by AGRC using ARC/Info from USGS 7.5 Minute
guadrangle maps. Roads with codes (1-4, 1 Primary Route, 2 Secondary Route, 3 Primary Road and 4
Secondary Road) were used initially as wilderness inventory roads and field verified during the inventory
process to determine if they met the FLPMA definition of a road. The northern boundary is based on
private land. The eastern boundary is based on wilderness inventory road L104833-. The southern
boundary is based on wilderness inventory road RT 026121 and a portion of wilderness inventory road
L104807-. The western boundary is based on wilderness inventory road RT 025938.

The unit is comprised of BLM-administered land; the area contains a SITLA inholding that is excluded
from the inventory unit. The unit is located north of State Highway 56 and is approximately 15 miles west
of Cedar City, Utah. Topographically the area is steep and Antelope Peak is the prominent mountain
range. Pinyon and juniper are dominant throughout the upper elevations of the unit. The lower elevations
had an abundance of cheatgrass; however, perennial grasses are present.

The unit meets naturalness criteria due to lack of established motor vehicle routes into the interior of the
unit, very few human developments and visible human impacts on the landscape. There are areas on the
eastern perimeter of the unit that have been used for fuel wood cutting though they are not overly
noticeable. Several adjacent mining areas were excluded from the inventory unit.

Portions of the Antelope Range unit provide outstanding opportunities for solitude due to the size and
topographic complexity. The interior of the unit is dominated by rugged relief and pinyon-juniper
woodlands that provide adequate topographic and vegetative screening from others that may be in the
area. The proximity to private residences and important livestock grazing area increases the odds of
contact with others in the area but overall the opportunity to find solitude does exist in some portions of
the unit.

2 Road: An access route which has been improved and maintained by mechanical means to insure relatively
regular and continuous use. A way maintained solely by the passage of vehicles does not constitute a road.

a. Improved and maintained — Actions taken physically by people to keep the road open to vehicle traffic.
“Improved” does not necessarily mean formal construction. “Maintained” does not necessarily mean annual
maintenance.

b. Mechanical means — Use of hand or power machinery or tools.

c. Relatively regular and continuous use — Vehicular use that has occurred and will continue to occur on a relatively
regular basis.
