Silver Falcon Processing Plant Access Road Short Term ROW

Purpose and Need for Action: Silver Falcon Mining Company wants to stockpile 2,000 tons of mineral material
on their private land (T. 4 W., R. 2 W., section 4: N%SW¥4) before winter snows close off access to their high
elevation mining property. The only access to their private land is an existing road across public land. Silver
Falcon needs a short term right-of-way (ROW) authorization from BLM for this commercial purpose. BLM is
authorized under Title V of the Federal Land Management and Policy Act (October 21, 1976; 43 CFR 2800) to
authorize ROW’s for this type of land use.

Description of Proposed Action: Issue Silver Falcon Mining a short-term ROW to allow temporary use of an
existing road. The ROW would be approximately 1,320 feet long by 20 feet wide for a total of .61 acres (as shown
on Exhibit A dated November 5, 2009). Up to 12 cubic yards of gravel would be placed at the intersection of the
Silver City Road and the proposed ROW road to minimize damage to the edge of the asphalt on the Silver City
roadbed. No other modifications of the road associated with the proposed ROW would be allowed. The ROW
would be subject to the Boise District standard right-of-way stipulations on the attached Exhibit B, dated November
5, 2009, as well as those terms and conditions found at 43 CFR 2800. The term of the grant would be through
December 31, 2009, and allow approximately 20 trips by a semi truck per day for 5-6 days — the capacity for each
truck is 12 yards of material. [Note - Future access to Silver Falcon’s private lands would be provided by a
proposed new road and ROW located south of Diamond Creek for which BLM is currently preparing an
environmental analysis (as described above). Silver Falcon mining applied for this new permanent ROW on August
7,2009.]

Project Location: The requested ROW would be on a spur road off the Silver City Road approximately 8 miles
SW of Murphy, ID, located in T. 4 S., R. 2 W., section 5: NEYSEY..

Comments/Explanation: Potential impacts to public health could result from material spills into Diamond Creek.
At this time of year Diamond Creek is dry reducing or eliminating any chance for downstream public health or
safety issues. Adequate safety precautions would be implemented to ensure public safety including: 1) limiting the
material hauled to inert mining waste rock and 2) prohibiting the transport of any material classified as hazardous.

2. Have significant impacts on such natural resources and unique geographic characteristics as historic or cultural

Comments/Explanation: The ROW would include an existing road crossing of a riparian area associated with an
intermittent stream. The stream is dry this time of year. The riparian area and associated uplands provide habitat
for migratory bird species; however, the use associated with the proposed ROW would occur outside the normal use
period for migratory species and no improvements to the road would occur. Therefore, migratory species would not
be adversely affected. None of the other resources occur in the area.

The grant of a temporary ROW would not
have any bearing on the decision associated with the EA.

Plants Comments/Explanation: Populations of white eatonella (Eatonella nivea) and rigid threadbush (Nemacladus
rigidus) (BLM Type 4 Sensitive Species) occur within 0.5 miles of the proposed ROW. Because the ROW would
occur on an existing road and no further disturbances would be allowed, occupied or suitable habitat for these
species on public lands would not be expected to be adversely affected. No other sensitive plant species are known
to occur within 2 miles of the proposed ROW.

Wildlife Comments/Explanation: The proposed ROW occurs within habitat designated as Key Habitat for sage
grouse. Use of the ROW would occur in November which would avoid grouse nesting and brood rearing periods.
Activities associated with the ROW could have minimal short-term disturbance impacts to grouse as they would be
limited in duration and the grouse are highly mobile and readily able to avoid the disturbances at this time of the
year.

Aquatics Comments/Explanation: Diamond Creek is dry at this time of year. Diamond Creek does not support
redband trout (Oncorhynchus mykiss gairdneri). No other special status aquatic species are known to occur in the
creek.
