5. Project Description: (briefly describe who, what, when, where, why, how): The proposed
action would be to authorize the construction of a game pole (approximately 6 feet in height, 1.5
feet in width), 175 yards east of the Stevens Camp cabin (approximately 250 yards south of
Stevens Camp Road —~ BLM 37017). The proposed game pole would be located at the terminus
of an existing 2-track road (located 175 yards east of the cabin), at the far edge of the turnaround
area. Construction of the game pole would be conducted by BLM agency personnel {(joint effort
between Black Rock Field Office (BRFO) and Surprise Field Office (SFO)} on Saturday, May
12, 2012.

Implementation of the proposed action would seek to both prevent disturbance to the existing
porch facility on the cabin (caused by hunters cleaning and hanging game on the porch currently)
and to allow hunters and other recreational users of the cabin a buffer during game cleaning
activities.

Only superficial surface disturbance (<1 square meter) is anticipated as a result of the game pole
construction.

Project dimensions (length, width, height, depth):_The proposed game pole would be
approximately 6 feet in height, and 1.5 feet in width. The game pole would occupy a drilled
hole approximately 2.5 feet in depth, 12 inches in diameter. The game pole will be anchored
in the ground with two bags (120 1bs) of cement, mixed with water,

Administrative Review or Appeal Opportunities

A person who wishes to appeal to the Interior Board of Land Appeals must do so under 43 CFR 4.411
and must file in the office of the officer who made the decision (not the board), in writing to [Rolando
Mendez, Field Manager], Black Rock Field Office, 5100 East Winnemucca Boulevard, Winnemucca,
Nevada 89445. A person served with the decision being appealed must transmit the notice of appeal in
time to be filed in the office where it is required to be filed within thirty (30) days after the date of
service.

The notice of appeal must give the serial number or other identification of the case and may include a
statement of reasons for the appeal, a statement of standing if required by § 4.412(b), and any arguments
the appellant wishes to make. Form 1842-1 provides additional information regarding filing an appeal.

No extension of time will be granted for filing a notice of appeal. If a notice of appeal is filed after the
grace period provided in §4.401(a), the notice of appeal will not be considered and the case will be closed
by the officer from whose decision the appeal is taken. If the appeal is filed during the grace period
provided in §4.401(a) and the delay in filing is not waived, as provided in that section, the notice of
appeal will not be considered and the appeal will be dismissed by the Board.

The appellant shall serve a copy of the notice of appeal and any statements of reason, written arguments,
or briefs under §4.413 on each adverse party named in the decision from which the appeal is taken and on
the Office of the Solicitor, Pacific Southwest Regional Solicitor, U.S. Department of the Interior, 2800
Cottage Way, Room E-2753, Sacramento, California 95825-1890. Service must be accompanied by
personally serving a copy to the party or by sending the document by registered or certified mail, return
receipt requested, to the address of record in the bureau, no later than 15 days after filing the document.

In addition, within thirty (30) days of receipt of this decision you have the right to file a petition for a stay
together with your appeal in accordance with the regulations at 43 CFR 4.21. The petition must be served
upon the same parties specified above.

Pursuant to 43 CFR 4.471(c), a petition for stay, if filed, must show sufficient justification based on the
