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Project Description:
Bureau of Land Management (BLM), Red Rock/Sloan Field Office, and the City of Henderson (COH), are working together on a proposal to provide improved access and amenities to Sloan Canyon in the vicinity of Petroglyph Canyon.  The COH is currently constructing a new 0.77 mile section of Democracy Drive near the planned community of Inspirada and from this road, the BLM will connect Nawghaw Poa Road, a 0.66 mile new access route to that will continue south from Democracy Drive across public land managed by the Las Vegas Field Office until it reaches the NCA boundary.  A 15 vehicle parking area, temporary contact station, portable toilets and an informational kiosk will be located at the terminus of the access road, within the NCA.  The temporary amenities will remain until permanent facilities are analyzed and constructed.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]The paved road will be 32’ wide and have an additional five foot shoulders on both sides (see illustration titled Nawghaw Poa Alternatives).  Infrastructure such as water and electricity will be analyzed within the road footprint but might not be installed at this time.    A 200 foot road corridor will provide project alignment flexibility and will contain the 56 foot wide road. No street lighting is planned for Nawghaw Poa and a vehicle gate is proposed near the junction at the NV Energy transmission line maintenance route.  The goal is to complete construction of the project by the end of 2015.  

The contact station site will be the access point that leads hikers to the petroglyphs via the Petroglyph Canyon Trail (100 trail).   A new trail will be constructed from the temporary contact station and will connect with the 100 and 101 trails.  A generator, and possible a solar panel, will provide electricity to the temporary contact station.  Only hiking is permitted and daily visitation limits set forth in the Sloan Canyon Resource Management Plan and North McCullough Wilderness Plan will be administered from the contact station in accordance with the carrying capacity limits for weekends.  

Three alternatives for Nawghaw Poa are being considered.  The Preferred Alternative (Alternative 1) is generally west and upslope from the existing dirt road access.  Alternative 2 varies from Alternative 1 in that it terminates at the existing parking area for the 100 trail.  Alternative 3 is the no action alternative and follows the existing dirt road alignment to the existing dirt parking area.  Temporary public access around the active construction of Alternative 1 or 2 during the 2-month construction period will be provided.
