I have reviewed this plan conformance and NEPA compliance record and have determined that
the proposed project is in conformance with the Monticello Field Office RMP, approved
November 2008, and that no further environmental analysis is required.

It is my decision to grant land use permit UTU-91243 to The African Attachment of Cape Town,
South Africa, pursuant to the authority of Section 302(b) of P.L. 579, October 21, 1976 (43
U.S.C. 1732). The permit will authorize 1 day of filming, including the use of a UAS, on public
lands White and Gravel Canyons.

The permit will be made under the authority of and be subject to the terms and conditions in 43
CFR 2920 and rental payment as determined by the film permit schedule (Instruction
Memorandum UT 2010-043). The permit also will be subject to the standard stipulations of the
land use permit.

Rationale:

The proposal meets the criteria for minimum impact filming in WO Instruction Memorandum
96-148 and the guidelines in 43 CFR 2920.2-2 and is therefore, a full force and effect decision.
The proposed action, including the use of an Unmanned Aerial System (UAS), will not cause
appreciable damage or disturbance to the public lands, resources, or improvements because the
film crew will utilize hand held equipment, they will remain on designated trails, and access in
an out of the canyons will be by foot. Their proposed use of a UAS is considered to be minimum
impact because the shots will be 30-60 seconds in length and their proposed time of use will be
during the warmest part of the year when White and Gravel canyons generally have fewer people
recreating within.

This decision shall take effect immediately upon the date it is signed by the Authorized Officer
and shall remain in effect while any appeal is pending unless the Interior Board of Land Appeals
issues a stay. Any appeal of this decision must follow the procedures set forth in 43 CFR Part 4.
Within 30 days of the decision, a notice of appeal must be filed in the office of the Authorized
Officer at 365 North Main Street (P.O. Box 7), Monticello, Utah. If a statement of reasons for the
appeal is not included with the notice, it must be filed with the Interior Board of Land Appeals,
Office of Hearings and Appeals, U.S. Department of the Interior, 801 North Quincy St., Suite
300, Arlington, VA 22203 within 30 days after the notice of appeal is filed with the Authorized
Officer.



If you wish to file a petition for stay pursuant to 43 CFR Part 4.21(b), the petition for stay should
accompany your notice of appeal and shall show sufficient justification based on the following
standards:

1. The relative harm to the parties if the stay is granted or denied,

2. The likelihood of the appellant’s success on the merits,

3. The likelihood of irreparable harm to the appellant or resources if the stay is not granted,
and

4. Whether the public interest favors granting the stay.

If a petition for stay is submitted with the notice of appeal, a copy of the notice of appeal and
petition for stay must be served on each party named in the decision from which the appeal is
taken, and with the IBLA at the same time it is filed with the Authorized Officer.

A copy of the notice of appeal, any statement of reasons and all pertinent documents must be
served on each adverse party named in the decision from which the appeal is taken and on the
Office of the Regional Solicitor, U.S. Department of the Interior, 6201 Federal Building, 125
South State Street, Salt Lake City, Utah 84138-1180, not later than 15 days after filing the
document with the Authorized Officer and/or IBLA.

Proposed Action Title/Type: Film Permit

Locations of Proposed Action: In White Canyon between mile marker 53 and 57 on UT 95 and
in Gravel Canyon starting at the intersection of White Canyon and Gravel Canyon and
continuing upstream in Gravel Canyon for %2 mile.

Description of Proposed Action:

On June 26, 2015, The African Attachment, filed film permit application UTU-91243 for one
day of filming on July 29, 2015. The company has requested a permit for the following
proposed filming activities:

e Filming of two runners/athletes through the entire length of White Canyon beginning
near mile marker 53 and ending near mile marker 57 on UT 95. Filming will include
hand held video equipment and the use of an Unmanned Aerial System (UAS) to film
acrial shots throughout the canyon.

e Filming of two runners/athletes beginning at the intersection of White Canyon and Gravel
canyon and continuing upstream in Gravel Canyon for % mile. Filming will include hand
held video equipment and the use of an UAS to film aerial shots throughout the first %
mile of the canyon.

The crew will consist of 6 people including cast and crew. The crew includes two camera
operators, two athletes, one location manager/guide, and one UAS operator. One SUV will be
used for crew transport. All vehicle travel and parking is proposed on designated roads. No
surface disturbance is proposed by the company as they are using hand held equipment, they will
remain on designated trails, and access in an out of the canyons will be by foot.

Generally the proposed filming will consist of the two athletes running along the canyon bottoms
with the two film crew following or tracking their movements. The proposed use of a UAS will
be used to conduct flyover shots of the athletes along the canyon floor of White canyon in the
narrows above the Black Hole, as well as Gravel Canyon 1/2 mile upstream of the confluence of
White Canyon. Each shot will last 30-60 Seconds at an elevation of no more than 200 ft. The
drone will take off and land from the canyon floor.



B. Land Use Plan Conformance

The proposed action is in conformance with the applicable LUP because it is specifically
provided for in the following LUP decision(s):

LAR-6

Filming permit authorizations are subject to Public Law 106-206. Applications for
filming permits in the Monticello PA will be limited to existing highways, roads, and
pullouts and previously disturbed or cleared areas throughout the Field Office (including
Valley of the Gods, Moki Dugway, Highway 211, Newspaper Rock, and Highway 95)
and will have to meet ..... criteria of minimal impact to be approved without any NEPA
analysis.

C. Compliance with NEPA

The Proposed Action is categorically excluded from further documentation under the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) in accordance with 516 DM 11.9(E)19. This reference states
“issuance of short-term (3 years or less) rights-of-way or land use authorizations... where the
proposal includes rehabilitation to restore the land to its natural or original condition.”

This categorical exclusion is appropriate in this situation because there are no extraordinary
circumstances potentially having effects that may significantly affect the environment. The
proposed action has been reviewed, and none of the extraordinary circumstances described in 43
CFR Part 46.215 will apply.
