The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires that federal agencies prepare an 

environmental assessment that provides an overview of environmental concerns.  Public 

involvement is a key component to the NEPA and National Historic Preservation Act 

process. 

 

The purpose of scoping is to provide the public an opportunity to comment on project 

development at an early stage.  While inventories for biological and cultural resources are in-

progress, and project design is being finalized, this is the public’s opportunity to influence 

the how this project would be shaped. 

 

Scoping focuses on issues or conflicts such as “would the constructing activities impact 

public access for sightseeing? hunting? or off-highway vehicle use?” or “would a 

construction activities affect air quality in the short- or long-term?”
