[bookmark: _GoBack]The Moab BLM proposes to consider the permanent restriction of Corona Arch and Gemini Bridges to rope use, including ziplining, highlining, slacklining, climbing, rappelling and swinging. Corona Arch and Gemini Bridges are iconic destinations for many visitors to Moab; both arches require that visitors hike to them.  Corona Arch was recently acquired by the BLM from the State of Utah, and is within a Hiking Focus Area.  A two-year temporary restriction on rope use on the two arches was instituted in early 2015.  The BLM seeks public input on the development of appropriate permanent recreation management strategies for these two popular recreation destinations.
