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Decision: 

I have reviewed the Environmental Analysis (EA) prepared by the Bureau of Indian 
Affairs (BIA), including the analysis and resolution of any potentially significant 
environmental impacts. I have determined that the proposed action with the mitigation 
measures described in the Surface Use Plan (SUP) will not have a significant impact on 
the human environment. It is my decision to select the proposed action, with the 
mitigation measures identified below. 
 
Rationale for Decision: 
The proposed action meets the standards and direction of the various guiding laws, 
regulations, and directives that apply, including the Federal Land Policy and 
Management Act (43 USC 35).The proposed action meets the decisions from, and 
is in conformance with, the North Dakota Resource Management Plan (RMP) 
approved on April 22, 1988. Adoption of the proposed action will allow the operator to 
develop their fluid mineral leases. 
 
Mitigation Measures/Remarks: 
This project will be implemented with all Standard Operating Procedures (SOP’s), Best 
Management Practices (BMPs), and mitigation measures. All required SOP’s, BMP’s, 
and mitigation measures are part of the proposed action and can be located in the 
Application for Permit to Drill (APD), Surface Use Plan (SUP), and Conditions of 
Approval (COAs) MHA 5-32-29H-150-91and MHA 7-32-29H-150-91oil and gas wells. 
 



 Compliance and Monitoring: 
Designated BIA personnel will monitor and review operations as needed to ensure 
compliance with the terms and conditions of the APD, SUPO, and COAs. 

Appeal: 
Under BLM regulation this decision is subject to administrative review in accordance 
with 43 CFR 3165. Any request for administrative review of the decision must include 
information required under 43 CFR 3165.3(b) (State Director Review), including all 
supporting documentation. Such a request must be filed in writing with the State 
Director, Bureau of Land Management, 5001 Southgate Drive, Billings, Montana 59101 
within 20 business days of the date the decision is received, or considered to have been 
received. 

Any party who is adversely affected by the State Director’s decision may appeal that 
decision to the Interior Board of Land Appeals, as provided in 43 CFR 3165.4.
