Description of Proposed Action:  

 

The City of Nome has submitted a request to the Anchorage Field Office to renew their right-of-

way (ROW) grant for another twenty (20) years for an existing repeater site used for search and 

rescue purposes in the community of Nome and the Norton Sound region of western Alaska.  

The repeater station exists on approximately 0.5 acres of land and contains a six foot wide by six 

foot wide, and 8 foot tall (6x6x8), metal fabricated structure. This structure houses six tractor 

size lead acid batteries sealed in commercial leak-proof containers, three external mounted solar 

panels, a home built VHF antenna and a 35 watt commercial repeater/duplexer used by the 

Seward Peninsula Amateur Radio Club.  

 

All equipment materials will be removed from the site before the ROW grant expires or when the 

system is not needed. Access to the site will be by helicopter. The site sits atop a hill and is 

devoid of trees and brush; therefore, no clearing will be necessary to land a helicopter at the site.  

 

All terms of the existing ROW grant are the same and no new changes or expansions to the 

existing site is proposed. The City of Nome will continue to use the site for search and rescue 

purpose as well as for the amateur ham radio club.
