Notes: This map shows motorized vehicle routes and their potential management options on BLM managed, public
land in the travel management area known as the Little Rockies. This depiction is one of a range of alternates

presented for public review and comments. The BLM has completed an initial evaluation of each route based on
physical characteristics and anticipated uses. In the Little Rockies there are 107.75 miles of routes on public lands
that have been evaluated. In this alternative, 36.22 miles would be Open or Open with Management, 53.68 miles

would be Limited Use, and 17.85 miles would be Closed.

*Reclaiming routes are routes in that which the vegitative growth in the route is overtaking the route. These routes
are not considered routes for Off Highway Vehicle (OHV) travel by the BLM.
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
