Proposed Project or Action Title: Wild Rogue Relay 200 Mile Running Relay Race Special
Recreation Permit

The race generally occurs on the third Friday and Saturday in June.

Land Use Allocation: The Medford District 1995 Resource Management Plan (RMP) land use
allocations for this Proposed Action are Matrix, Riparian Reserve, Late Successional Reserve, and
Designated Wild and Scenic Rogue River (recreational classification).

PROPOSED ACTION

The Proposed Action is to grant Sourwood Running, LLC a five year Special Recreation Permit for use of
BLM managed roads and waysides (described above) for the event. The race begins outside Jacksonville,
Oregon near the Applegate Reservoir, and ends in Brookings on the Oregon coast. The overall event is a
two day, 200 mile running relay race for approximately 1,200 runners. A maximum of 1,500 runners
would be authorized as long as safety and resource concerns, as well as the conditions of the permit, are
met. Two shuttle vans support each 12 person team and one van supports the six-person teams. With
1,200 runners, approximately 174 shuttle vehicles would be used to support the runners. No more than 125
runners would be running at any given time. The course is entirely on State, County, BLM, and USFS
roads with approximately 31 of the 200 miles on BLM-administered roads. Event time on BLM lands
would be less than 24 hours, generally from early morning on the first day to early the following day,
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approximately 5:00 a.m. on day one to 2:00 a.m. the next morning. Setup would begin the day before the
event and cleanup is required within 24 hours after the conclusion of the event.

The overnight relay race consists of 12 person teams or 6 person ultra-teams that rotate through 36 legs.
Each 12 person relay team member runs three legs of varying lengths and difficulty and covers an average
total distance of 18 to 20 miles. The 6 person, or ultra-teams each run 6 legs of the course.

There are 36 legs in the race with runner exchange points at the end of each leg. Seven exchange points are
on BLM, one of which is a major exchange (exchange 18). The runners are on BLM at Leg 3 and Leg 6.
They will be on BLM again for Legs 13 to 20. (See map packet). Note that minor changes in the route may
occur from year to year. These may be viewed on the Wild Rogue Website:
(http://wildroguerelay.smokymountainrelay.com/ (2016 web site)).

Event organizers have secured a medical director who will oversee emergency services in Jackson,
Josephine Douglas and Curry Counties. Response arrangements have been made with Mercy Flights,
American Medical Response, and Cal Ore ambulance services. Medical personnel will be stationed along
the route and exchange points will have first aid kits. Ham radio clubs will provide additional
communication in remote areas.

PROJECT DESIGN FEATURES

Roads
e The permittee assumes responsibility for inspecting the regulated area for any existing or new
hazardous conditions such as landslides, rocks, uneven road surfaces, weather conditions, falling
limbs or trees, hazardous wildlife, or other hazards which present a risk. The permittee will not
have exclusive use of the roads involved; roads will remain open to the public.
e The road use may include transport of logging equipment, rafts, or boats during the event.

Runners
e The eventis limited to 1,200-1,500 participants (174 shuttle vehicles with 1,200 runners).
e No more than one runner per team will be on the road at any given time during the relay.
e No more than 125 runners will be on the road at any given time (with 1,200 participants)
e The race will have a staggered start with small groups of runners departing every half hour

beginning between early morning to early afternoon on the first day of the race, thus getting 80% of
the runners to the finish within a 4 to 6 hour window. All runners, while running on BLM roads,
will run facing traffic, unless otherwise instructed.

e One hour before sundown until one hour after sunrise, runners will wear reflective clothing, a
flashing light on their back, and carry a flashlight or wear a headlamp.

Shuttle Vehicles

e Shuttle vehicles will be identified with a number on the front windshield readable from 50 feet
away. This number will not obstruct the drivers’ view.

e One hour before sundown until one hour after sunrise, shuttle vehicles that are supporting runners
will have their emergency flashers on.

e Vans are required to pull off the road when assisting runners and the person assisting will wear a
reflective vest.

e Motor vehicles operators on public lands will not exceed posted speed limits; willfully endanger
persons or property; or act in a reckless, carless or negligent manner.

Signs

Inactive vans will travel to Glendale on I-5 and wait at the Glendale High School. A
communication post will be set up at Whisky Creek Overlook. Either Ham radios or cell phones
will be utilized to notify the waiting vans when their runners have reached this spot, thus giving the
inactive van time to travel to exchange 18.

There will be no spray painting on BLM roadways, guardrails, signs or vegetation.

The event organizers will post “Event on Road” signs on the Merlin Galice Road: one near Hog
Creek Boat Ramp and the other just past the intersection of the Galice Hellgate Backcountry
Byway (BLM Road 34-8-36). A third sign will be placed just past Grave Creek Boat Ramp at the
beginning of the Grave Creek to Marial Backcountry Byway (BLM Rd 34-8-1).

Additional signs will be posted as appropriate to assure safety of runners and support personnel and
vehicles.

Signs would be placed in such a manner as to not create a safety hazard/visual block to the public.
Signs need to be posted at least 24 hours prior to the first runner reaching that particular leg of the
route and removed within 24 hours after the end of the event.

Exchange Points

Exchange points will be in areas (churches, wineries, schools, vista overlooks, and parks) where the
drivers can get safely off the road.

Open burning (campfires or burn barrels) is not allowed, however, portable propane campfire rings
may be used at exchange point 18.

Exchange points from Galice to Agness Pass will be illuminated with generators and 1200 watt
halogen lights except exchange 18 which will use large commercial generator lights. Generators
and campfire rings will be placed in areas free of flammable vegetation and will not be left
unattended. A 20-pound fire extinguisher and shovel will be readily available at all exchange
points that are running a generator or propane campfire ring on BLM lands. The use of generators
and campfire rings is subject to Oregon Department of Forestry fire restrictions and regulations.
There will be a minimum of three volunteers at each minor exchange and six or more volunteers at
exchange 18 to direct shuttle drivers and ensure vehicles do not restrict the flow of traffic. At
exchange point 18, runners will not be permitted to sleep, rather they will be directed to sleep at the
Glendale School or at designated locations off of the main course route.

Permittee is responsible for furnishing self-contained chemical sanitation facilities (portable toilets)
and trash receptacles at appropriate locations as necessary; to keep these serviced neat and clean
during the event; and to provide for off-site disposal of all refuse and human waste generated from
the event in accordance with all applicable local, state, and federal ordinances, laws, and
regulations.

Each exchange will be equipped with at least two portable toilets (four at major exchanges),
garbage and recycling cans, and three volunteers. There will also be an ambulance, first
responders, portable toilets, garbage cans, a generator for lights, four staff, and volunteers at this
exchange.

Cleanup of all exchange sites is required within 24 hours after the event. Personal property will not
be unattended longer than 10 days or will be subject to disposal under the Federal Property and
Administrative Services Act of 1949, as amended (40 U.S.C 484(m)).



Communication Plan

A combination of walkie talkies, ham radios, mobile radios with roof antennas, cell phones, and
satellite phones will be used to maintain communication between exchange points, event
organizers, and emergency personnel along all areas of the course.

Everyone with communication responsibilities along the route and at exchange points will be
trained to use whatever communication device is appropriate for the location (communication plan
on file).

Medical Plan

A medical team will move with the runners from the start of the event all the way to the finish. The
team will consist of a doctor, registered nurse, nurse practitioner, and several physical therapists.
Mercy Flights, American Medical Response , Cal-Ore ambulance and fire departments along the
entire route will be notified of the event and be on standby to assist with medical needs and
emergencies.

Each exchange will have coolers with frozen ice packs to treat swelling and have a first aid Kit.

A mass mailing will be sent out to adjacent landowners to alert them of the event.

On public lands for this event:

The permittee will be responsible for all medical, safety, clean up, route marking, and personal
needs of its runners.

Vending (sale of goods or services) is not authorized on BLM administered lands.

All procedures described in the Medical Plan, Communications Plan, and Operating Plan will be
observed.

The permittee will be monitored for compliance by the BLM. Pre and post evaluation of the route
will be done to determine if terms and conditions of the permit were complied with (e.g. signs
placed and removed, trash removed, and no spray painting).

A special recreation permit (SRP) authorizes special uses of public lands and related waters and, should
circumstances warrant, the permit may be modified by the BLM at any time, including modification of the
amount of use. The authorized officer may suspend or terminate an SRP if necessary to protect public
resources, health, safety, the environment, or because of non-compliance with permit stipulations (Form
2930-2 Special Recreation Permit — General Terms, letter b.).

PLAN CONFORMANCE REVIEW

The proposed action is in conformance with the following plans:

Final SEIS for Amendment to the Survey & Manage, Protection Buffer, and other Mitigation
Measures Standards and Guidelines (2000), and the ROD and Standards and Guidelines for
Amendment to the Survey & Manage, Protection Buffer, and other Mitigation Measures Standards
and Guidelines (2001);

the Final Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement: Management of Port-Orford-Cedar in
Southwest Oregon (FSEIS, 2004 and ROD, 2004); and



e Medford District Integrated Weed Management Plan Environmental Assessment (1998) and tiered
to the Northwest Area Noxious Weed Control Program (EIS, 1985)

The Proposed Action is consistent with court orders relating to the Survey and Manage mitigation measure
of the Northwest Forest Plan, as incorporated into the Medford District Resource Management Plan.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY ACT

Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) in accordance with 516 DM 11.9 H (1) “Issuance of Special Recreation
permits for day use or overnight use . . . and/or for recreational travel along roads, trails, or in areas
authorized in a land use plan.”

This categorical exclusion is appropriate in this situation because there are no extraordinary circumstances
potentially having effects that may significantly affect the environment. The proposed action has been
reviewed, and none of the extraordinary circumstances described in 516 DM 2, Appendix 2, apply (See
attached checkilist).

Remarks: The Proposed Action will occur within the Recreational Section of the Rogue National Wild
and Scenic River. Runners, support vehicles, and exchanges would be confined to the existing roads,
waysides, road intersections, and road shoulders; therefore, no effects to wild and scenic rivers are
expected from the event.

Remarks: Runners, support vehicles, and exchanges would be confined to the existing roads, waysides,
road intersections, and road shoulders; therefore, no ground disturbance that would facilitate the
establishment or spread of weeds will occur.






EFFECTIVE DATE OF DECISION

This is a land decision on a Special Recreation Permit in accordance with BLM regulations at 43 CFR
Subpart 2930. All BLM decisions under 43 CFR Subpart 2931.8(b): “All decisions BLM makes under
this part will go into effect immediately and will remain in effect while appeals are pending unless a stay
is granted under 4.21(b) of this title”, unless the Director of the Office of Hearings and Appeals or an
Appeals Board has determined otherwise in accordance with specified standards enumerated in 43 CFR
4.21(b).

RIGHT OF APPEAL

This decision may be appealed to the U.S. Department of the Interior, Office of Hearings and Appeals,
Interior Board of Land Appeals (Board) by those who have a “legally cognizable interest” to which
there is a substantial likelihood that the action authorized in this decision would cause injury, and who
have established themselves as a “party to the case.” (See 43 CFR § 4.410). If an appeal is taken, a
written notice of appeal must be filed with the BLM officer who made the decision in this office by
close of business (4:30 p.m.) not more than 30 days after the date of service. Faxed or e-mailed appeals
will not be considered. Only signed hard copies of a notice of appeal that are delivered to the Medford
District BLM, 3040 Biddle Road, Medford, OR 97504, will be accepted.

In addition to the applicant, in order to qualify as an appellant, a “party to the case,” you have the
burden of showing possession of a “legally cognizable interest” that has a substantial likelihood of
injury from the decision. (See 43 CFR § 4.410(d)). The person signing the notice of appeal has the
responsibility of proving eligibility to represent the appellant before the Board under its regulations at
43 CFR 8 1.3. The appellant also has the burden of showing that the decision appealed from is in error.
The appeal must clearly and concisely state which portion or element of the decision is being appealed
and the reasons why the decision is believed to be in error. If your notice of appeal does not include a
statement of reasons, such statement must be filed with this office and with the Board within 30 days
after the notice of appeal was filed.

According to 43 CFR Part 4, you have the right to petition the Board to stay the implementation of the
decision. Should you choose to file one, your stay request should accompany your notice of appeal.
You must show standing and present reasons for requesting a stay of the decision. A petition for stay of
a decision pending appeal shall show sufficient justification based on the following standards:

1. The relative harm to the parties if the stay is granted or denied,

2. The likelihood of the appellant’s success on the merits,

3. The likelihood of immediate and irreparable harm if the stay is not granted, and
4. Whether the public interest favors granting the stay.

A notice of appeal with petition for stay must be served upon the Board, the Regional Solicitor and the
applicant, Rogue Valley Runners, at the same time such documents are served on the deciding official at
this office. Service must be accomplished within fifteen (15) days after filing in order to be in
compliance with appeal regulations. 43 CFR 8 4.413(a). At the end of your notice of appeal you must
sign a certification that service has been or will be made in accordance with the applicable rules (i.e., 43
CFR 88 4.410(c) and 4.413) and specify the date and manner of such service.

The IBLA will review any petition for a stay and may grant or deny the stay. If the IBLA takes no
action on the stay request within 45 days of the expiration of the time for filing a notice of appeal, you
may deem the request for stay as denied, and the BLM decision will remain in full force and effect until
IBLA makes a final ruling on the case.
